Brighton Early Music Festival has designed two new schemes (the Event Donors scheme and 
the “Bring I Fagiolini to Brighton” Circle) to enable audience members to become more 
closely involved with the festival and key events and artists.

And you 
begin to see, written across the faces of a younger generation, how transformative 
dance, music and theatre can be in lives that might not otherwise have been exposed 
to them.  For a relatively small outlay…. you can have an impact.”

Here at the Brighton Early Music Festival, support from individuals is even more important 
than usual.  Our success as a small and relatively new organisation has been astounding 
in a tough fundraising climate, and our fundraising of one-off grants from the Arts 
Council and from trusts and foundations continues to be successful.  This success has 
enabled us to develop our pioneering work to support young musicians and educational 
activities which involve over 1000 young people each year.   
 
Many funders, however, simply will not support concert performances.  Also, while it may 
come as a surprise to many, no classical music promoter can even begin to generate 
enough income from ticket sales alone to cover all the costs of a performance, even with 
enthusiastic capacity audiences!  For these reasons, your support is really vital.

I Fagiolini at the Brighton Early Music Festival 
 
 
Brighton Early Music Festival audiences have been clamouring for the return of I Fagiolini 
since their triumphant appearance at the 2004 festival with The Full Monteverdi.  The 2008 
festival will finally see the return of the ensemble, led by their Director, Robert 

Hollingworth, in a special new programme which will be premiered at the Brighton Early 
Music Festival on 1st November 2008. 
 
Because this is a new programme involving a leading ensemble of international renown, it is 
an expensive event to mount.
